Russell Mix – CEO, Co-Founder
Mix has served as the CEO of Qtask since it was spun off from Prolific Publishing, Inc. in 2007. As the CEO and CFO of Prolific since 1998, Mix led the advanced software technology development and publishing company to new levels. Under his leadership Prolific produced numerous franchise and branded products for the entertainment, gaming (gambling), defense, and competitive sport industries, with global clients such as Bally, Boeing, Eidos, Mattel, Konami, ShuffleMaster, TDK, and Walt Disney Co. Most recently, Prolific produced the top selling hyper-realistic life-simulators in the world, including the SereneScreen Marine Aquarium screensaver, featured in movies and on television, and the LifeGlobe Goldfish Aquarium, included with every copy of Windows XP from Microsoft.
Prior to Prolific, Mix held several management positions at Casino Data Systems (CDS) since 1993, including General Counsel and Senior Vice President, as well as President of an operating subsidiary, and was licensed or qualified to do business in numerous states and Native American jurisdictions throughout the US and Canada. Mix began his working career at the Nevada Gaming Control Board, conducting investigations of corporations seeking licenses to do business in the casino industry in Nevada.

Baron Reichart K. Von Wolfsheild – Chief Software Architect, CTO, Co-Founder
Von Wolfsheild began Qtask as an incubator project for Prolific Publishing, Inc. When Qtask was spun off as its own company, Von Wolfsheild joined as Chief Software Architect, overseeing the long-term vision of the system. Applying more than 25 years of software and hardware design, Von Wolfsheild specializes in complex platform software architecture, including accelerated cross-platform development, lossless compression technology, encryption, gambling systems, and multi-point real-time communication systems (dead reckoning).

Most recently, Von Wolfsheild produced and co-designed the award winning hyper-realistic screen saver featured on Microsoft's XP, The Goldfish Aquarium. Besides playing a key role in the conception and creation of a wide array of entertainment titles for Disney, among others, he co-created the Bandit™ Video Slot system, one of the first multi-media video slot systems offered coast to coast from Caesar's Palace to the Showboat in Atlantic City. He has also developed ground breaking training software used by law enforcement, the Olympics, the military, and the aerospace industry, including the Boeing RARO system, and co-developed the world's first consumer CD-ROM set-top box (CDTV). He designed the unprecedented StormVision QV, a quad digital video real-time online non-linear editing system which featured Wavelet compression.
